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EDUCATION: Combined her graduate studies in forestry with Peace Corps service through the Master’s International program Current Job Summary: Introducing youth and adults to the “green jobs” in New York.
NOTABLE PROJECTS: Community organic farm and training center Slice of Service: When I would work out in the fields with families, in Panama, they had this thing called the “faloma.”  It’s what the farmers and people in the field use to call to each other when they’re across hectares of land – almost like a yodel. I had my own call.
CAREER/SKILLS GAINED: I learned how to facilitate community-based needs assessments.  It’s a skill I use in all of the jobs I’ve done.
Coming up with a big vision and really breaking it down into goals and objectives and pulling out the calendar is a part of this.  By going through a community-based needs assessment in Panama, it helped community members decide that they needed a clean water system, better health care access, and income-generating activities – not just donations.
WHY DO PEACE CORPS/CAREER ADVICE: I think employers have always looked really positively at my on-the-ground Peace Corps field experience and put me in higher level positions because of it.
