The first six months of 2025 have been a busy time 
for Peace Corps – we are pleased to report that we 
have sworn in exactly 50 new Volunteers during this 
time.  This number consists of 42 2-year Volunteers 
working in the Agriculture, Education, and 
Environment sectors who arrived in January 2025, and 

eight Response Volunteers serving as experts in Digital Learning & Training and 
in Agriculture Research.  This group of Response Volunteer specialists came to 
Nepal in May of this year.   

Combined with existing cohorts of Volunteers, there are nearly 80 Volunteers 
serving in three provinces of Nepal and fulfilling Peace Corps mission of 
promoting world peace and friendship.  We also celebrated the start of a new 
environment project during this period working in concert with the Ministry of 
Forests and Environment (MoFE). These environment Volunteers are 
collaborating with their assigned communities to address issues such as forest 
management, solid waste management, environmental education, and income 
generation from environmental activities.   

The bonds between Peace Corps and the people of Nepal remain strong, and we 
are so proud to provide this newsletter so that you can learn more about the 
projects and accomplishments of the Volunteers and the communities and 
schools in which they serve.

Peace Corps currently has four active projects/initiatives in Nepal: 

Education Volunteers teach Grades 4-7 English in rural or 
peri-urban government schools. 

Environment Volunteers work alongside individuals and 
communities to manage their natural resources and 
environment in healthy, productive, and sustainable ways. 

Food Security Volunteers work alongside host country 
counterparts to promote the food and nutrition security 
of smallholder farming households with women of 
reproductive age. 

Response Volunteers work alongside community partners 
to advance locally prioritized projects in three sectors: 
agriculture, education, and environment/ eco-tourism.

ACHIEVEMENTS 

Environment Program Launched: Eleven (11) recently arrived 
Environment Volunteers are now serving in Gandaki and Bagmati 
provinces. Arriving in January 2025 and after completing their 
mandatory training, these Volunteers begun teaching the 
environment curriculum at government schools and assessing 
community forestry issues collaborating with assigned 
community forestry groups. Over the next year, they are 
expected to collaborate with officials, community members, and 
schools to strengthen community forest management, and 
promote environmental awareness education. 
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Peace Corps Nepal conducted Series of Successful Trainings (Jan-Jun 2025) 

From January to June 2025, Peace Corps Nepal conducted a series of training 
events for Peace Corps Volunteers, Trainees, supervisors, and counterparts. 
These included Pre-Service Training for 47 N210 Trainees; Mid-Service 
Training for 13 N209 Volunteers; Orientation for the second cohort of 8 
Response Volunteers; Close of Service conferences for 16 N208 Volunteers 
(the first group to arrive in Nepal after the COVID-19 pandemic) and finally, 
In-Service Training for 42 N210 Volunteers along with their counterparts and 
supervisors serving across the Bagmati, Gandaki, and Lumbini Provinces 
working  in the Education, Agriculture, and Environment sectors. 

These trainings focused on capacity building, stakeholder engagement, and
strengthening partnerships and relation building at the community level. The
sessions aimed to strengthen the knowledge, attitude and skills of Peace Corps
Volunteers, counterparts, community members, and supervisors in key
thematic areas (Agriculture, Education and Environment) aligned with
community priorities.
