Established in 1961 by John F. Kennedy, President of the United States of
America, Peace Corps is an international network of Volunteers, community
members, host country partners, and staff who each have a unique

service journey, defined by an enduring desire to learn, and grow. Since its
establishment, the Peace Corps has been guided by a mission of world peace
and friendship.

Peace Corps has been partnering with the government of Nepal and
collaborating with Nepali communities and individuals since 1962. At the
invitation of the government of Nepal, Peace Corps Volunteers work alongside
community members on locally prioritized projects that build relationships,
promote knowledge exchange, and make a lasting and measurable impact.

In November 2025, after a request
from the Tribhuwan University’s
institute of Forestry (loF),

Peace Corps/ Nepal signed the
Memorandum of understanding
(MoU) to initiate a forestry program.
The future forestry Response
Volunteers will be assigned to work at
loF campus locations in Kathmandu,
Pokhara, and Hetauda.

Training Highlights

Over the past six months,
Peace Corps Nepal
organized key events to
strengthen Volunteer
impact and collaboration.
The N209 Completion

of Service conference gathered eight Education and Food
Security Volunteers for reflection, sharing success stories, and
preparing for life after service. The NR2 Reconnect conference
brought together seven Response Volunteers working in
Digital Learning and Agriculture Field Research to reconnect
and enhance service impact. Additionally, 42 Volunteers from
the N210 cohort completed a two-week In-Service Training
with technical sessions, field visits, practicums, and Project
Design and Management training. These activities underscore
Peace Corps Nepal's commitment to Volunteer development
and community engagement.

Tourism Response, Education, and Food
