In the past six months, Peace Corps/Nepal has 
welcomed two new groups of Volunteers to the 
country, increasing the number of currently serving 
volunteers to 48. On January 21, 2024, we 
welcomed 24 members of the 209th group of two-

year Volunteers to serve in Nepal, consisting of Agriculture and English 
Education Volunteers.  This group swore-in on April 4th and are now serving 
in their communities.  Soon thereafter, the inaugural group of 10 Peace Corps 
Response Volunteers arrived on May 5th.  These 10 Volunteers are more 
specialized Volunteers serving for nine or twelve months as e-learning/e-
teaching, agriculture research, or tourism promotion specialists. 

Working with the Government of Nepal counterparts, Volunteers are busy in 
their assigned communities teaching English, improving agriculture 
production, and promoting good nutrition and sanitation practices, among 
other projects.

Food Security Volunteers work alongside 
host country counterparts to promote food 
and nutrition security of smallholder farming 
households with women of reproductive 
age. 

Response Volunteers work alongside 
community partners to advance locally 
prioritized projects in three of the agency 
six sectors: community economic 
development, agriculture and education. 

 

 

May 5, 2024 — Peace Corps/Nepal received its first-ever group of 10 
Response Volunteers. Peace Corps Deputy Director, David E. White Jr., 
the US Ambassador to Nepal, Dean R. Thompson and Peace Corps/Nepal 
Country Director, Troy Kofroth officiated the swearing-in ceremony of 
the inaugural cohort of Peace Corps Response Volunteers (PCRVs). The 
Peace Corps Response Program brings U.S. citizen volunteers with 
specialized skills and experience targeted to complete short-term, high 
impact assignments in Nepal. 

The first group of Response Volunteers (NR1) will serve 9-12 months in 
Nepal to promote economic development through tourism promotion, 
enhancing research activities at Agriculture colleges, and supporting 
information technology (IT) initiatives at government schools. Click here 
to know more about the Peace Corps Response program.

Achievements 

Arrival of 209th Group of Volunteers: On January 21st, Peace Corps/Nepal 
welcomed the the 209th group of two-year Volunteers. After 11 weeks of intensive 
language, cross-cultural and technical training, they swore-in on April 4th.  The 209th 
group is assigned to teach English in government schools and to work on food and 
nutrition security projects in coordination with the Government of Nepal. With this new 
group, we currently have 38 two-year Volunteers and 10 Response Volunteers serving in 
seven districts of Gandaki and Bagmati provinces. 

Reimagining Grant Programs: Leveraging USAID’s Small Project 
Assistance (SPA) funding opportunities, Peace Corps/Nepal has expanded 
grant opportunities for Peace Corps Volunteers (PCVs) and their community 
partners to design and implement small-scale, community-driven projects. 
PCVs are now eligible to implement small micro-grants up to USD 500 after 
their first three months of service and larger grants up to USD 10,000 after 
their first 5-6 months of service. Each project requires 25% community 
contribution. These grant opportunities allow Volunteers to collaborate with 
their community members to identify short-term, high-impact projects.

• Environment Project: In January 2025, Peace Corps/Nepal plans to invite 
10-15 two-year Volunteers to serve in an Environment project. This new 
project aims at integrating environment programming for local communities 
to sustainably manage their natural resources and increase their climate 
resilience. Volunteers will collaborate with local community members, 
especially youth, to promote climate resilient environmental stewardship, 
including solid-waste management, community forestry, fuel efficient 
cookstoves, and sustainable income generation from forest resources. 
 

• Looking ahead: Peace Corps/Nepal is planning for a total of 50 new 
Volunteer intake in 2025 to contribute towards Food Security, Education, 
Environment, and Response programming. We thank the Government 
ministries, community partners, and host families for their continuous support 
to implement Peace Corps projects at grassroots level in achieving mutual 
goals of the Government of Nepal and Peace Corps.
