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The History of Peace Corps in Mongolia

An intergovernmental agreement establishing the Peace Corps in Mongolia was signed on
August 2, 1990 by Minister of Foreign Affairs of Mongolia Ts. Gombosuren and U.S. Secretary
of State James Baker.

The first 25 Peace Corps Volunteers arrived in Ulaanbaatar on July 3, 1991.

Since 1991 about 1500 Volunteers have served in Mongolia, working with communities in
Ulaanbaatar and throughout the country on English education, environment, health, business,
non-government organizational development, and youth development activities.

English education has been the longest running program, interrupted only for a couple of
years with the COVID pandemic.
