Project Design and Management (PDM) Workshop: September 2024 — Peace
Corps Nepal organized a four-day PDM workshop for Group N209 that brought together
90 participants including 70 government supervisors, counterparts, and community
members. The event aimed to equip Volunteers, their counterparts, and supervisors with
essential tools and skills needed to develop community-driven projects leveraging
community strengths, interests, and needs for sustainable development. It also
empowered Education Volunteers in designing impactful classroom projects. By the end
of the event, participants successfully designed and presented their projects and
explored Education and Agriculture cross-sector learning, emphasizing teamwork in -
addressing community challenges.
